DES MOINES, IA – February 22, 2010 – The Food Bank of Iowa is a recipient of a $15,000 grant through 
the Prairie Meadows Racetrack and Casino 2010 Community Better Grant Program. Funds from this 
grant will directly impact the Food Bank of Iowa’s Backpack Buddies program. 
 
The Backpack Buddies program provides over 1,000 elementary-aged children with child friendly,  
easy-to-prepare nonperishable food items on weekends and during school breaks when they do not have 
access to the federal free and reduced price meal program.
